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TRUSTING THE NEW
The theme of this conference is trust, but also related emotional orientations towards the future, be they hope, anticipation or angst, mistrust or depression. The conference will join internationally acknowledged scholars with Danish scholars engaged in these discussions, either philosophically or through anthropological fieldwork. HenceHence, the conference also addresses the link between two complementary academic disciplines: anthropology and philosophy.
· Where, between conditions and social responsivity, does trust originate? 

· How is trust and hope lived, lost or set aside?

· Is dependency, expectations and disappointment build into the attitude of trust? 
· Can we describe openness hermeneutically, that is, as structures in the language used or in questions raised or former experiences addressed? Or is openness a responsiveness that reaches beyond discursive possibilities? 
· How can anthropology and philosophy complement each other in an exploration of trust as phenomenon and concept? 
We pose these questions to philosophers as well as to anthropologists and expect that the two disciplines will challenge each other fruitfully. While discussions on hope and trust have always been an integrated part of theology and religion studies, for anthropology and philosophy the emotional aspects of futurity are a relative new interest. We wish to explore this interest in an interdisciplinary context allowing for internal synergies as well as variation, and with a particular emphasis on phenomenological description.  
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
